	Two Papers – Paper 1 (comprehension) lasts 1 hour 10 minutes & Paper 2 (writing) lasts 1 hour 20 minutes 
	Writing equipment – a highlighter may be useful for picking out salient points and useful quotations
	No revision is needed for the prose and poetry comprehension paper or for the creative writing section of Paper 2.  Revision of the studied text – “ Machine Gunners” – is essential.  Knowledge of the plot, the main characters and the relationships between the major characters may well be tested.
	In the exercise books, there are printed sheets of notes, previous essays written for practice and revision cards on the main characters.  All of these should be revised.
