	One exam of one hour and 30 minutes, covering all topics studied this year.
	Students are required to have a ruler, a pencil, a rubber, a pair of compasses and a protractor.
	You will need to revise Measurements, Percentages, Ratio, Area and Circumference of a Circle, Simplifying and factorizing expressions, Scatter graphs, Trial and improvements,  Area and volume of 2-D and 3-D shapes, Pythagoras’ Theorem, Plotting Straight line graphs, Forming and solving Simultaneous equations, Polygons and Angles, Bearings, Inequalities and Transformations.


	Class notes, past papers completed in class and for prep, CGP revision guides for KS3, ISEB Maths revision guides (pocket notes). Mathletics.
